Shoes must be worn at all times.

Shoes - House shoes and Flip Flops are not allowed.

Outerwear
e Crewneck sweatshirt (Loftis or solid color)
e Solid colored sweaters (pull-over & cardigan)
e  Quarter-zip pullovers
e Small brand logos only (quarter-sized)

Outerwear

No full zip jackets or coats in class (may be worn to
school and stored in lockers)

No hoodies

No chest size/full body logos

No oversized sweaters or sweatshirts (that are longer
